Parachute® II is a NPE free deposition and drift management agent specifically 
designed to suppress o�-target drift of spray applications. Parachute II improves the 
uniformity and density of spray droplets and is particularly beneficial in aerial 
applications. Parachute II maximizes deposition by increasing droplet size and 
maintaining a more uniform spray pattern. Parachute II can be used with air assist and 
conventional spray nozzles.

DIRECTIONS FOR USE
NOT FOR AQUATIC USE
Always read and follow label instructions of accompanying pesticide product. Add 
Parachute II after pesticides or other adjuvants are introduced to spray mixture but prior 
to completing the filling of the spray tank. Before making large scale applications, 
conduct a jar test containing all ingredients to confirm compatibility. 

DIRECT INJECTION
Parachute II can be applied through injection systems when added to one of the 
system’s chemical injection tanks. An in-line mixing chamber is recommended. 
• First, add Parachute II to the chemical injection tank; 
• Second, pump the correct amount of Parachute II into the line; 
• Third, pump the proper amount of water, pesticide, fertilizer and other adjuvants into the line, 
   for mixing with Parachute II and chemicals, before going into the spray boom.
